THE DEBATE ON THE QUESTION OF 
THE UNION.

Tbe qneetjoa of maintaining or breaking 
op the Union, u it exists, is a standing dish 
for a Parliamentary minority. The connoo- 
tion of 1840, wu never very cordially assent­
ed toby the old fashioned Upper Canada Con- 
servative. It became popular in the mouths 
oftboee who called themselves Reformers 
when they achieved power and emolument, 
temporarily, m ’41 and ’43 and afterwards for 
their loog lease of office from ’48 to ’54. It 
wu not, however, till the questions of 
making tbe Legislative Council elective, of 
separatingCharch and Stale ; of settling gen 
brally tbe standing grievances of a quarter of 
* century had been disposed of, tbat any 
one, if we except Mr. Lyon Mackenzie, 
thought of raising a Disunion, as a ge­
neral party rallying cry. And even now, the 
leaders in this insane crusade are half afraid 
ot tbe devil they bave raised. In yesterday’s 
debate Mr. McGee wu content to fall back 
oa Mr. Gak’s proposition of a Federative 
Union for all tbe Provinces as the best excuse 
be could offer for voting with Mr. Brown. 
And if we understand the recent quarrels of 
the party in oppoeitioo, they had reference 
mainly to this vsry question of disjoining the 
two sections ot the Province. Whatever way 
it may please Messrs. Dorion, Dram mend,
Coaoor arid Foley to act in the present crisis, 
eM liBHinamnnipfr esrso»»—hi w»i
is. that with tbe except ion of tbe extreme fa­
natical party of the West, diasolotioa pure

It 
would moreover be extremely satisfactory to 
those who are expected to take a leading 
part in the arrangements here, to know 
precisely what the programme, so far 
is it hu been arranged in England, really 
is. Sorely it bu been determined ere! 
this ; and if so, we can see no reason in not 
giving at onoe tbe amplest details to the 
public. Ibere ie nothing mysterious in 
the visit—nor anything that need make people 
shake in their boots. Oar folks wish to 
give the best welcome witbia their power to 
tbe Royal lad, who will some day (we hope 

may be dirtaat) be their sovereign. 
And they wish to set about it In the best 
fashion possible, consistent with their means. 
Therefore» ufis in ovary seosejto be regretted 
that we are tormented, day after day, with 
Court Journal items about tbe matter, while 
the thing should be in the hands of Her Ma- 
jesty’s Repmeeatative here in an authentic 
form—when it would, of coarse, at once be 
laid before Parliament and the country.

dangerous, revolutionary scheme. In plainer 
terms, tt is a measure solely devised to carry 
Upper Canada back to the wretched muni­
cipal condition in which it stood before the 
Union, and ultimately to pave tbe way for 
its absorption into tbe United States There 
is no disguising this slterior view. For, as a 
colony, with interests disunited from the 
maritime Provtonos—with no outlet to the 
seaboard which it eeetd call its own—with 
its wild lands and wilder speculations 
nearly used cp—with a Provincial and 
Municipal debt set of ail proportion 
to its immédiate capacity to pay—and 
with lesa than one-fourth ot the bank 
tog capital of the United Province—what 
coaid it dot First, it would repudiate itsob 
kgatioasirom necessity. Secondly, it would 
repudiate them as a measure of political 
economy. Thirdly, it would find ita natural 
affinities iu the rspodiating States of Peon 
sylvania, Mississippi and the faster people 
geosrstly of the other side of the Lake.

This, however, to sit a purely suppositious 
case—in this regard, that in spite of all the 
agitatioa of tbe last four years—in spite of 
the cslamotos circulated against Lower Can­
ada, and ha spite of the prejudices raised as 
race and to religion, the bulk of tbe people of 
Upper Canada are opposed to dissolution aa 
propounded by the extreme parties. And 
even the representatives in Parliament, who 
have been meet tboroogbly lashed into obe­
dience to the aecuooalist doctrines, shrink 
from the oooseqoeaeas of a project which to 
marked by revoloiioo. A small party pur­
pose, therefore, to all that will be served in 
the present instance; and tbe resolution* for 
a general federation of the Provinces as pro­
pounded bf the Government, will get 
lime to malar*, aotil the co-operation of 
the Imperial autborittos and all the parties 
interested to achieved. At the proper 
lime there can ba no question that a 
federative scheme will be demanded by the 
growing commercial importance of these 
colonies ; and althoogh the Government 
hem am toe the moment content to hold the 
matter in abeyance, there can be no doubt 
tbat the whole tendency of the Financial and 
Commercial policy introduced by Mr. 
Galt, to toward* paving the way for an ex­
tension ot the saif-governiog power* of the 
coautry, and in short toads ua naturally and 
qatetly towards a higher condition of politi­
cal existence. It to by aoch practical steps 
that peoples hooealy win their way to nation* 
ality. It to sot as the malt ot mere party 
squabbling that gram «aliénai results are 
brought about. The experience which fits a 
people for great acts to not acquired in the 
school ef tbe ttomogags*; it to of slower 
growth than yonr bmstmg, overflowing 
patriot can onderelaad wappreciate ; aod it* 
va ue to sometime» etiy seen when party 
conflicts come lobe vtovarf in the light ol 
history.

The Government have no further informa­
tion about the visit of the Prince of Wales 
than tbat which they have previously laid 
before the House, and are before the eountry.

BRUTAL MURDER NEAR ST JOHNS.
The Montreal papers gives an account of a 

brutal murder near St. Johns. Tbe speeial cor- 
respondent of tbe Gszette gives the particulars 
writing from St. Atbanase oo Saturday last, 
be says. It appears that Madame Biztillon and 
her daughter, aged about 13, came into St. At* 

ou the Ifllb April, for tbe purpose of 
making a few purchases at tbe stores. They 
•tept tbat evening in tbe village, and left the 
following afternoon to return home, at Le Soi­
xante de 8t. Grégoire, a settlement six miles 
from St. Atbanase, on the line of tbe Sbefford 
and Ghambly Railway, They were seen bj 
several persons walking along tbe track at four 
o’clock, and were then in the neighborhood of 
tbe place where they afterwards were found 
deed aod matilated, Mr. Bizaillon, a farmer, 
in tbe service of a gentlemen whose name has 
slipped my memory, made search, which was 
joined in by htofiriendi, bat ineffectually. On 
Thnreday, tbe 2Mh April, a labourer, working 
on tbe railroad track, apied some clothing in 
tbe brushwood by tbe road, and discovered tbe 
bodies of Madame Bizaillon and daughter co­
vered with brushes and stumps of trees. Tbe 
bodies were in very good preservation, but 
presented s most frightful appearance ; their 
heads and «boulders being completely covered 
with wounds and braises evidently inflicted 
with two heavy «licks, which were found close 
to tbe bodies covered with blood. Drs. Wight 
and Lonpret subsequently established tbat tbe 
young girl bad been violated. Tbe poor créai 
tares bad no money upon them, nor bad the 
little articles they had purchased in St. At- 
hanase been token from them, as tbe basket 
containing them wu found thrust under tbe 
girl* clothes, who Uy on her face and knees. 
Madam* Bizaillon lay about thirty yards from 
her daughter by a fonce, likewise covered 
over with brushwood and stumps. Tbe bodies 
were removed to St. Atbanase and carefully 
examined. Tbe Ooroner immediately sum­
moned a Jory of the most respectable and in­
telligent inhabiUnts of St. Atbanase, who 
before proceeding with tbe inquest informed tbe 
Ooroner of the District tbat they would not

He was 
accordingly summoned, aod the Inquest pro­
ceeded, In the coarse of the examination of 
tbe witnesses oa Saturday, Coroner Jones 
thooght it desirable that a shoemaker, named 
Morin, residing at St. Atbanase, shoqld be pot 
under arrest, in coosequenee of bis bsvieg 
stated to two women, on Thursday, two days 
sobseqnent to tbe disappearance, of the women 
tbnt amnrder bad been committed about three 
miles from St. Atbanase, tbe parties being a 
mother and her daughter, residing at a place 
named the Soixante de St. Grégoire. He was 
accordingly appebended, and stated that be 
received his information from a person he knew 
not, bat who was described by some *s an 
Irishman, by others *s a Caoadian, residing io 
a neighbouring Parish, and of whom a clue was 
obtained on Monday nigbt. Other witnesses 
affirmed to seeiog Morin on tbe afternoon of 
tbe efternoos of tbs 18th (the day the women 
left for hone) at 4 o'clock, io tbs oeigborhood 
of tho spot whore the woman was mqrdered ( 
bat this be stoutly denies, saying that he was 
at Farnbam on that afternoon. A tavern-keep- 
er residing at St. Johns also deposed, tbat 10 
or 14 days ago Morin and a strange man, said 
by tbe former to be tbe person who informed 
him of the murder of tbe two women, entered 
bis tavern, and the strénge person, whom tbe 
tavern-keeper thought to be aligbtly Imbecile 
from bis aetioni, called for drink which Morin 
paid for, as the other man bad no money. 
Morin called him " No man" for celling for 
liquor without paying for it, and tbe two then 
spoke at length in tbe French language, which 
tbe bar tender does not understand. Morin 
then took op an English paper and read part 
of it, handing it over to tbe bar tender to read 
over for him as be did not safficfenlty 
understand it. This the bsr keeper did. 
The paper contained en account of a murder 
which had taken place in some foreign country. 
It is not io my power to give any mere of the 
evidence, bat I can state that the party allnd-. 
ed to, to by this time, in custody, and tbat, so 
far, the evidence is purely circumstantial. Tbe 
animas of tbe marder is apparent. The wo­
men were violated and then murdered, as they 
knew tbe parties y ho committed tbe ontrage 
upon them.

I may remark, ea paesant, tbat on Monday 
evening Coronor Tasse ordered Mr. Hinbert, 
bailiff who resides at St. Johns, to find oat the 
person who was seen drinking with Morin, and 
tbat Hibbert stated that he wonld ; be was 
confident ot finding him out aa be knew bis 
whereabouts an^ description. As I left by tbe 
9.40 train to come into town, Mr. Hibbert came 
up to Coroner Jones, who was on tbe platform 
station awaiting the train to come in for tbe 
night, and fold him that he was sorry be conld 
not go after the mao, as the Sheriff of the dis­
trict had given him positive orders to attend 
to some Conrt business he b*d ip bends, and 
which conld not brook delay.

which dwarfed mena’ minds and patriotism.
If annexation to the Slates were thought desi­
rable, be conld nnderstond why tbe Provinces 
should be kept separate, but we were advan­
cing toward* nationality, aod all tbe power of 
the House could not keep ns back. He did not 
contemplate a separation from tbe Parent 
State, far from it—with an Inter-Colonial rail 
road, ae proposed by tbe merckanU of Liver­
pool and Glasgow, all parts ot the Colonies 
would be within ten or twelve days of the ad­
vice of tbe Statesmen and tbs warlike stores 
of Britain. There was room enough for a 
great Northern nation here that would profit 
by the evident errors of the Americans, and 
adopt a constitniion, based perhaps, on that of 
Britain, but not forgetting the peculiar circum­
stances of this part of the British Empire 
(Hear, bear.)

Mr. Mskbitt had bei ^ one of the earliest sap- 
porter* of tbe Union, be thought It would 
secure for tbe St. Lawrence tbe Trade of foe 
West. But tbe system under which Responsi­
ble Government bed been carried ont here was 
bad, and he had lost all oonfidenre in tbe abili­
ty and honesty of men te carry it out. He 
thought a Constitution which would satisfy 
us could be formed here by a convention elec­
ted by the people, and then, with economy in­
troduced, into tbe Public Service, and a Zoll 
Verein with the United States, like that which 
worked to a charm in the Zoll Verein of36,000- 
000 people of Germ&aw, we should be happy 
and prosperous. Under that Commercial sys­
tem, with a tariff precisely tbe same as that 
of the States, with bat one Custom House, at 
Quebec, dividing tbe oolleettons here and at 
American Porto between tbe States and Cana­
da in proportion to the populations of the 
Countries, we should save enough reveuue to 
pension off all onrCnslom House officers. This 
would not lead to annexation, to which be was 
much opposed, but it would secure to the 
St.'Lawrence its natural share of tbe trade, 
and give onr people busy occupation through­
out tbe winter in manufactoring for the Wes­
tern States. • * 1 ’

Mr. J. S. Macoomald felt that b s position 
was a delicate one, as be was forerd to defend 
himself against three with whom he bad acted 
for many years, and, with whom b* had agreed 
on most political questions. He then adverted to 
tbe Historv of the Union, shewing bow tbe Pub­
lic Works bad led to the connection between 
Upper and Lower Canada, and Stating mat be­
fore the Union there had been as much and 
more corruption and logrolling in Upper 
Canada as there was now in the whole 
Province, bad as tbe case might be at present, 
he wiabed to call tbs attention of the House to 
tbe question, wjio were to blame tbat the Re­
formers bad dot bad their dne share io the gov­
ernment of the country-j He laid it on those 
who bad repudiated tbe Donbla-Majority. He 
next asserted that if the Brown-Dorion admi­
nistration bad bad fair plej, tbe affairs of tbe 
couotiy would bare been carried on to the sa­
tisfaction of its people. We could not make 
men honest by checks, we coq]d not make them 
honest by written or other constltotione. All 
we wanted to carry ont onr present system 
satisfactorily was honesty is our Parliamentary 
men. The Union bad been denounced by those 
who brought forward thee* resolutions, but its 
advantages had not been set before the people, 
tu—.aj. —la. hadL haa» Said that Upper
Canada was made to pay for Lower Uattaon' 
improvements—people spoke of the iniquity of 
tbe government in redeming tbe ensnal tights of 
tbe seigneurs—they did not say, wbal be wosld 
now say, tbat tbe easoal rights were agreed to 
be paid by the Brown-Dorion administration. 
(Lend cheers from the ministerial sids.) Tbat 
redemption was the bast* on which tbe Brown 
Dorion AdminUfortfon was formed. He waited 
to be eontradioted by anybody. (Silence:) 
Since tbe constitution was attacked, be would 
make a clean breast of tbe matter. (Hear bear ) 
He would do anything ; he would cut off bis 
right hand sooner than give up tbe citadel. 
(Hear, bear.) It was said, too, that Upper G*> 
nada paid for Lower Canada gaols and Court 
Houses—notât all, there were paid for out of 
the Clergy reserves.

Then it 
w*s urged—and b»r« he came to the u Ad- 
drew"—that Upper 0*n*da bad been governed 
against it» will, That Lower Canada had 
forced upon Upper Canada Surrogate Coart#. 
Was tbat » reason for changing tbe constitu­
tion ? Next we bad tbe «. mill-dams in Upper 
Canada rejected fay Lower Canada votes 
Should we change the cnnetUntlon because of 
mill-dams? No—A be might go on thns through
tbe whole document_it wd* not tbat the
party in power had committed any serions acts 
of aggreasion against Upper Caued», bat that 
they had astnmed to legislate for her against 
the will of tb« majority of her representative* 
tbat especially offended him. (Hear.) He then 
adverted to the progress made by Canada tinoe 
tbe union ia amalgamating the laws of the two 
Provinces. Lower Canada was advancing, 
rapidly, in tbe footstepa of Upper Canada, ac­
quiring a municipal system, a judicial system, 
a common school system, closely approaching 
in excellence that of the Western Province. 
Scotland had been npitod for l&O years with 
England, but its laws end institutions were 
not yet completely assimilated, although tbo 
race* of tbo two countries were nearly tbe aaipe, 
and spoke, for the most part, the seme lan­
guage. Ongbt we to expect that Upper and 
Lower Canada should bo completely united in 
twenty years, especially w ben dissensions had 
been towed between them, and foe cry of re- 
presentatjort constantly raised? On this ques­
tion of Representation ijy Population, be wonld 
say that when it wu shewn tbat UPP*r Cana­
da had such a preponderance over Lower Ca­
nada m to reader equality in renresenb 
an injustice to Upper Canada, be * 
vole for it. (Hear.) Until then,.be wonld 
go for Doable Majority, not for a change 
in the constitution for which Canadians 
had fought »nd bled, l/s**t fft pH for t 
change gnch as that of which a mere imeotn 
plots «keleton was presented to tbe Hoose by 
the Hon. member for TncootO. The present 
agitation w** doing harjp—it was shaking tbe 
confidence in the stability of oov institutions 
abroad.—But tbe government wsre more to 
blame for it than the opposition, as they per­
sisted in governing oontinpoutly against the 
wish of the people' of Upper Canada.

Mr. Doriok argued that when Lower Canada 
bad tbe preponderanca of population, com 
plaints were made of tbe inequality of the re­
presentation in that section. The union* of 
Belgium and Holland, which WM somewhat si 
milar to tbat at present existing between Up­
per and Lower Canada, was dissolved when it 
was found it did not work advantageously to 
both countries.' He Instanced a Mnmber of 
Questions on which It wm tnpossible for Upper 
nod Lower Canada to agree ; public feeling 
being quite dissimilar—«objecte popular in one 
section, being tbe reverse in the other. . He 
warned Lower Canada members that when tbe 
time came that the whole of the repreeentotives 
from the Western portion of tbe Province would 
be banded together on th# question, they wonld 
obtain representation by population, and se­
cure tbe Mitsteae* of tbe Bsstern Township 
members in so doing He regarded a federal
union ofüpper aod Lowe, Canada a. a nu-
cleus of tbe great confederation of the North 
American Provinces to which all looked for­
ward He concluded by saying he would vote 
for the resolution as fo« only mode by which 
the two sections of the Province could get ont 
of tbe difficulties in which they now are. He 
thonght tbo Union ooght to be dissolved, and 
a federal onion of ths Provioees would in doe
time follow. . .. .
